The presentation explores the experiences of ten student-
teachers from a teacher education program in Aotearoa New
Zealand during a study abroad program in Sao Paulo, Brazil.
Drawing on a call for epistemologies of the South (Santos,
2014) and on a Southern Theory lens (Connell, 2007), it
discusses the insights these NZ student-teachers gained as
they engaged with school projects and university programs in
the Global South. Data from student portfolios, assigned
tasks, and a final survey reveal intercultural dialogues
between the Brazilian and NZ education systems. In
particular, the data shows how NZ students reflected on the
progressive democratisation of schools, inspired by Paulo
Freire’s "circles of conversation" and a student-led approach
to teacher education. This research underscores the
importance of integrating diverse educational perspectives
and demonstrates how exposure to Global South educational
ideas can potentially impact and expand teacher training
approaches from the Global North, emphasising democracy
in action.

This presentation explores the challenges of achieving quality
education (SDG #4) and gender equality (SDG #5) in Brazil,
highlighting the political struggles teachers face when
implementing democratic and inclusive education in a
neoliberal context. It examines the complexities of
democratic education through the experiences of Brazilian
teachers, focusing on their efforts to address gender and race
issues despite political persecution. The discussion
emphasizes the harassment faced by educators and the
societal factors leading to such challenges, particularly under
the "Escola Sem Partido" (ESP) movement which accuses
teachers of "political and ideological indoctrination." Dr.
Thais Gava will analyze how these persecutions impact the
social function of schools, while A/P Knijnik will discuss how
civil society and the "Teachers Against ESP" movement use
Paulo Freire’s philosophies to counteract these oppressive
tactics. This round table aims to inspire global reflections and
collaborations for advancing democratic education and social
justice.

While diaspora cultures, identities, and language practices
have been theorised widely, there remain several issues that
require another look from different conceptual angles that
hold the promise for decolonial futures. A major problem
with current theoretical frameworks is their tendency to
privilege and impose a colonial and imperial scientific
worldview of linguistic, immigrant, and diaspora identities,
often masked behind discourses of multiculturalism,
multilingualism, universalism, modernity, globalization, and
other similar high-sounding terminologies. The dominance of
these discourses has meant that the promises held by other
ways of knowing, reading, and interpreting the world of
immigrant and diaspora communities have been consigned to
the fringes of mainstream conversations on the past and
present understandings of the world and humanity in
general. In this paper, | draw attention to alternative
epistemologies that seek to transcend those colonial
theoretical frameworks that underpin most approaches to
language, diasporas, and immigrants. | trouble and unsettle
the perennial circulation of popular and mainstream scholarly
narratives that describe the identities, cultures, languages,
and ontologies of diasporas in terms that homogenise and
reify. | argue that such narratives must be decolonised. What
would a decolonised view of migrant and diaspora identities
look like in theory and in practice? Might it be possible to
envision planetary South-South solidarities of diaspora
epistemic communities? In attempting to address these
questions, | propose a project of decolonising that rests on
three concepts: ‘frontier diasporas’, ‘ontologies of
incompleteness’ and ‘unfinishable possibilities of existence
otherwise’. Drawing on examples from my previous
ethnographic work in metropolitan Victoria and regional
NSW (Australia), | suggest that identities of migrants must be

In 2023 Rachael Jacobs from the School of Education was
awarded a fellowship from the Centre of Western Sydney to
engage in a research project on the effectiveness of the arts
in the fight for climate justice. Partnering with advocacy
organisation Sweltering Cities, she engaged Shyamla Eswaran
from the dance collective, Bindi Bosses, to create dance
videos that communicated the lived experience of heat in
Western Sydney. Jacobs’ research examines life in urban heat
islands that can be 10° or more hotter than suburbs closer to
the eastern seaboard (Sweltering Cities, 2022). Sweltering
Cities is aiming to change the way that heat is portrayed in
the media and represented in public consciousness. During
heatwaves and extreme heat events, the media uses images
of people swimming or enjoying a day at the beach. Those
images don't reflect the severe impacts of deadly heat on
communities in hot suburbs and homes and they don’t
represent the lived experience of residents of west and
south-western Sydney. In this presentation Bindi Bosses will
discuss their dance works that have created new images of
the effects of rising temperatures. This presentation will
demonstrate dance and movement as a mode of
communication through which people can share their stories
about the effects of climate change.

(Sweltering Cities, 2022). Sweltering Cities pretende cambiar
la forma en que el calor se presenta en los medios de
comunicacién y se representa en la conciencia publica.
Durante las olas de calor y los episodios de calor extremo, los
medios de comunicacién utilizan imagenes de gente nadando
o disfrutando de un dia en la playa. Esas imagenes no reflejan
los graves efectos del calor mortifero en las comunidades de
los suburbios y hogares calurosos y no representan la
experiencia vivida por los residentes del oeste y suroeste de
Sydney. En esta presentacion, Bindi Bosses hablara de sus
obras de danza que han creado nuevas imagenes de los
efectos del aumento de las temperaturas. La presentacion
demostrara que la danza y el movimiento son un modo de
comunicacion a través del cual la gente puede compartir sus
historias sobre los efectos del cambio climatico.

The fate of the planet exists in an entanglement of the
human and more-than human world.

This presentation
discusses a research project that engaged children in creative
arts learning activities to explore their experiences of and
responses to the catastrophic bushfires of 2019-2020. The
concept of ‘becoming-with’ is used to consider the creative
literacies and communication of children’s meaning-making,
and the potential to develop children’s agency and planetary
literacies, is theorised in light of Deleuze and Guattari’s
notion that ‘the self is only a threshold, a door, a becoming
between two multiplicities’. Providing meaningful
opportunities for young children to build their sense of
belonging to the world has the potential to enact positive
change to future environmental thinking and practice.

This presentation will highlight the significance of sustained
and active youth engagement in Antarctic projects and
underscore the potential role of young people in advancing
Antarctic cultural diplomacy. Through the lens of South-
South collaboration, the AYC initiative exemplifies how
diverse Southern knowledge can inform global citizenship
and purposeful action. Furthermore, this presentation will
focus on how the Antarctic Youth Coalition plays a pivotal
part in fostering a sense of agency and responsibility in the
face of social, political, and environmental crises.

Nation. She represents Dharug peoples and Country as Board member and Secretary of the
Dharug Strategic Management Group Ltd. Currently she is employed as a Senior Lecturer in the
School of Education at WSU. Dr Locke's thesis, Yanna Jannawi: Centering Indigenous Ways of
Knowing in Early Education and Care Services was conferred in January 2021 through the Centre
for Advancement of Indigenous Knowledges (CAIK) at the University of Technology Sydney. This
thesis examined Indigenous perspectives on culturally relevant and respectful approaches to
the inclusion of Indigenous Ways of Knowing in mainstream early education and care services.
In 2018, she received the Australian Association for Research in Education’s Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander Postgraduate Student Researcher award for her conference paper,
Wirrawi Bubuwul - Aboriginal Women Strong.

As a non-Indigenous researcher, Emily works
collaboratively and interculturally with First Nations Australian researchers
throughout all stages of projects. Emily is a speech pathologist with diverse
experience across a wide range of services in health, disability, education
and higher education. Emily works collaboratively with Yolnu - First
Nations Australian peoples from North-East Arnhem Land, particularly in
the remote community of Galiwin'ku. Emily and her Yolnu colleagues
regularly co-facilitate workshops on intercultural communication
and develops tools and resources that promote Yolnu ways of being,
knowing and doing.

A. PROFESSOR JENNIFER SKATTEBOL

Associate Professor Jennifer Skattebol leads a program of research that addresses issues of
economic inequality and the experiences of children and families in contexts of economic (and
related) adversity. She explores how inequalities are produced, reproduced and resisted at the
nexus of family and education practices with the aim of bringing the perspectives of
marginalised people to the fore of policy making. She is adept in participatory methodologies
and enabling young children and young people with low literacy or oracy skills, and those who
have reason to be wary of ‘authority’, to articulate their perspectives and their strengths. This
work engages in knowledge exchange principles from the point of project conception with
stakeholders including community members. Her disciplinary heritage is in early childhood
education and care and | work to develop a strong, equitable competent system of early
childhood education and care in Australia.

0ZNUR AYDEMIR

Oznur Aydemir is the Head of Primary education and Academic Affairs at Australian

International Academy of Education. As a Muslim educator, Oznur advocates for children’s rights
to culturally, linquistically and spiritually attuned pedagogies. Oznur is a graduate of the Early
Childhood Education program at WSU and lead the Habibti practitioner research group which
produced new knowledges about Islamic education in early childhood.

DR VANDANA PRASAD

Senior Community Pediatrician and public health professional leading a
comprehensive model of Early Childhood Care & Development (ECCD)in
tribal and rural areas of India, especially amongst Particularly Vulnerable
Tribal Groups (PVTGs) of the tribal state of Odisha. Though the entry
point for this program has been community management of
malnutrition and child health, the program is comprehensive to
include all elements of ECCD including early stimulation. It also
links closely with issues of gender, women'’s labour, sibling care
and education for older girl children, child and early marriage,
maternity entitlements and agricultural practices. The process
is participatory and community-managed; albeit without
financial implications upon the community. While geographical
challenges of access are already somewhat understood,
immense rarer learnings have been gleaned from this program,
given the complex interface between culture, modern science
and power differentials between the various players involved.

Southern Childhoods in Dialogue

Infancias del Sur en didlogo

The Transforming early Education and Child Health
(TeEACH) Research Centre will host a dialogic workshop
comprised of education and health researchers and
practitioners from across the global south to consider
‘Southern Theory’ through the lens of their expertise.
The discipline of early childhood education has strong
examples of ‘Southern theory’ in action and a heritage of
intellectual practices attentive to the politics of
knowledge and knowledge production in colonial, post-
colonial and neo-liberal regimes. In the 1990s, a
reconceptualist movement of scholars questioned the
cultural bias of child development theory which was at
the time singularly located in euro/American and middle-
class cultures (Cannella and Viruru 2004). Practice
guidelines in Australia and Aotearoa now reflect
concepts of children, families and learning that are
developed outside of as well as within the dominant and
dominating conceptual framework of Eurocentric child
development theory. More recently, Indigenous
knowledges and practices are becoming a key knowledge
to support early childhood education and care
practitioners. These knowledges and practices may be
those that existed prior to colonisation but include those
developed out of the experience of colonisation. Like
Southern theory itself, these knowledges are intellectual
resources that help redress material, cultural and
intellectual inequalities. By engaging Southern theory
through the dual lens of education and health practice
we are able to consider how methods of knowledge
production are transnational, transdisciplinary and highly
mobile. Most importantly, this work enables us to
produce knowledge that acts in the interests of
marginalised people rather than in the interests of
dominant cultures.

La disciplina de
la educacion de la primera infancia cuenta con sélidos
ejemplos de “teoria del Sur” en accién y con un
legado de practicas intelectuales atentas a las
politicas de conocimiento y produccion de
conocimiento en regimenes coloniales, poscoloniales
y neoliberales. En la década de 1990, un movimiento
reconceptualista de estudiosos cuestiond el sesgo
cultural de la teoria del desarrollo infantil, que en
aquel momento era singularmente situado en las
culturas euroamericana y de clase media.(Cannellay
Viruru 2004). Las directrices practicas en Australia y
Aotearoa ahora reflejan conceptos de nifios y nifias,
familias y aprendizaje que se desarrollan fuera 'y
dentro del marco conceptual dominante y dominador
de la teoria eurocéntrica del desarrollo infantil. Mas
recientemente, los conocimientos y practicas
indigenas se estan convirtiendo en un conocimiento
clave para apoyar a los profesionales de la educacion
y atencidn a la primera infancia. Estos conocimientos
y practicas pueden ser los que existian antes de la
colonizacion, pero también incluyen los que fueron
desarrollados a partir de la experiencia de la
colonizacion. Al igual que la propia teoria del Sur,
estos conocimientos son recursos intelectuales que
contribuyen a corregir las desigualdades materiales,
culturales e intelectuales. Al abordar la teoria del Sur
a través de la doble lente de la educacion y la practica
sanitaria, somos capaces de considerar cdmo los
métodos de produccién de conocimiento son
transnacionales, transdisciplinarios y altamente
moviles. Y lo que es mas importante, este trabajo nos
permite producir conocimientos que actien en
interés de las personas marginadas y no en interés de
culturas dominantes.
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Prof Calma is an Aboriginal Elder from the Kungarakan
(Koong ara kan) tribal group and a member of the lwaidja
(Ee wad ja) tribal group whose traditional lands are south
west of Darwin and on the Cobourg Peninsula in the
Northern Territory of Australia, respectively. He has been
involved in Indigenous affairs at a local, community, state,
national and international level and worked in the public
sector for over 45 years and is currently on a number of
boards and committees focusing on rural and remote
Australia, health, mental health, suicide prevention, all
levels of education, ageing and aged care, culture and
language, justice reinvestment, research, reconciliation
and economic development. In 2010 after a distinguished
career of 38 years in the Australian Public Service Professor
Calma retired and currently works as a consultant,
volunteer and academic

It also links closely with issues
of gender, women'’s labour, sibling care and education for
older girl children, child and early marriage, maternity
entitlements and agricultural practices. The process is
participatory and community-managed; albeit without
financial implications upon the community. While
geographical challenges of access are already somewhat
understood, immense rarer learnings have been gleaned
from this program, given the complex interface between
culture, modern science and power differentials between
the various players involved.
