The Xi Omicron Chapter is the only Chapter of Sigma Theta Tau International Honor Society of Nursing (STTI)  in Australia.  Located at the University of Western Sydney (UWS) in New South Wales, the Chapter is active under the leadership of President, Professor Esther Chang and Vice President, Sharon Bourgeois in the School of Nursing.  Members of Xi Omicron Chapters are members of Sigma Theta Tau International, with other Chapters located in over 90 countries and territories worldwide.  The Board Members of the Xi Omicron Chapter for 2005-2007 meet bimonthly at the Parramatta Campus of UWS.

The Chapter holds educational sessions bi-yearly in conjunction with the School of Nursing.  These sessions are open to all Chapter members and their guests.  The aims of Xi Omicron members is to increase the use of nursing research in health care delivery and public policy with the goals of improving health and responding to society's needs.  In this biennium specific efforts are being concentrated on developing mechanisms of scholarship support for members.

Membership

Membership of Xi Omicron Chapter, STTI is recognised as a mark of excellence by nurses worldwide and identifies members as one who has already demonstrated achievement in nursing.  Membership is open to nurses who meet the current criteria as below.

Nurse Leader
Nurses must hold a minimum of any baccalaureate degree or the equivalent and have demonstrated marked achievement in education, practice, research, administration or publication.  An endorsement form from a nurse leader (colleague) and one member of STTI is required to be attached to the application form.  If you are unable to locate an STTI member, please attach two endorsements from colleagues who are viewed by peers as nurse leaders.  A brief CV is requested for Chapter records.

Student Nurse Membership
Undergraduate:
Each undergraduate candidate for membership is required to meet the criteria for the undergraduate category of membership.  Undergraduate students are required to have completed 1/2 of the nursing curriculum, have at least a 3.0 GPA on a 4.0 grading scale, rank in the upper 35% of the graduating class and meet the expectation of academic integrity.

Postgraduate:
Each graduate (master's or doctoral) candidate for membership is required to meet the criteria for the graduate category of membership.  Master's and doctoral students are required to have completed 1/4 of the program of study.  Students in master's programs are required to achieve a 3.5 GPA on a 4.0 grading scale or its equivalent.  Students in doctoral programs are required to achieve a 3.75 GPA on a 4.0 scale or its equivalent.

An endorsement is a letter or statement supporting an individual for membership int he Chapter.  Two endorsements per individual are necessary in order for an application to be considered by the Chapter Eligibility Committee.  One letter or statement of support is required to be from a nursing faculty member.  At least one of the two endorsements is to be from an active member of Sigma Theta Tau International.
